Estimados padres de familia:

En mas de una oportunidad hemos conversado respecto de la importancia que tiene promover entre nuestros alumnos y
alumnas el desarrollo de habitos de lectura frecuente y placentera, tanto en castellano como en inglés. Como ustedes saben,
nuestro colegio incentiva desde los primeros afios la seleccion personal de lecturas en biblioteca. Consideramos necesario
reforzar esta actitud, presentandoles nuestro Plan lector 2026 (por favor, considerar el grado del siguiente afio), que
consiste en leer diez (10) libros al afio (6 en castellano y 4 en inglés). Algunos libros los pueden elegir libremente dentro
de una amplia lista; otros estan definidos por los profesores para que todos lean a la vez y puedan analizarlos juntos.

Todos estos libros podran encontrarlos en nuestra biblioteca, adquirirlos en la libreria de su gusto, o en nuestra Feria del
libro del mes de abril, durante la cual diferentes editoriales los estaran ofreciendo a precios accesibles. De esta manera
cada alumno podra incrementar su biblioteca personal, lo cual facilitara el adquirir un vinculo personal con la lectura.

En el caso de Inglés, dado que muchos libros son importados, el colegio desea facilitar a los padres interesados el proceso
de adquisicidn recibiendo sus drdenes de compra a través de nuestra INTRANET, solo para los alumnos de tercer, cuarto
y sexto grado. Los pedidos para el 2026 se tomaran del 15 de diciembre al 30 de enero. Cabe indicar que, solo si se hizo
el pedido a tiempo, estamos en capacidad de garantizar una entrega oportuna. Recomendamos, pues, asegurarse de que
su hijo(a) cuente con el material necesario para participar de las actividades de lectura programadas para el 2026. Los
titulos del plan lector obligatorio en inglés aparecen como “Required reader” en las listas mas adelante.

Confiamos en que, gracias al estimulo conjunto de padres y maestros, cada alumno logre culminar con los libros que
conforman el Plan lector anual. Agradecemos por anticipado su colaboracion en este esfuerzo por desarrollar un mayor
interés por la lectura entre nuestros alumnos.

Asimismo, los alumnos deben tener, para su uso personal, otros materiales de apoyo, como diccionarios y Biblia (si llevan el
curso de Religidn). Si bien pueden elegir cualquiera de idéntica o mejor calidad, recomendamos elegir los siguientes para
facilitar su uso conjunto en clase:

*  "Cuéntame la Biblia" Editorial Verbo Divino, de 3.2 a 5.2 (Nota: Aquellos estudiantes que ya cuentan con la Biblia
"Historias de Dios" podrdn seguir utilizdndola en clase).

e “Biblia Latinoamericana” de Editorial San Pablo o Verbo Divino en 6.2, la que usaran también toda la secundaria.

Los siguientes textos de inglés y francés son necesarios para la preparacion que a lo largo de la escolaridad apunta a los
examenes de la Universidad de Cambridge y de la Alianza Francesa, respectivamente, y van a ser utilizados por varios
grados. Las librerias no cuentan con libros alternativos que ayuden en la preparacion para estos examenes, considerando
que se trata de exdmenes especificos que tienen sus propios textos de ejercicios. Por ello, son importados por las librerias
a solicitud de los colegios. En el caso de francés, ademas, es un material de practica en el que los alumnos van a escribir:

Reading Plan and Required Books 3" to 6" 2026

Dear Parents,

We have talked many times about the importance of fostering students’ reading skills and reading for pleasure on a regular
basis in English as well as in Spanish. As you know, Trener encourages students to read books of their choice from the library.
We believe it is important to reinforce this habit by providing them with the 2026 Reading Plan, which consists of reading
ten (10) books (6 in Spanish and 4 in English) throughout the year. Some are assigned by the teacher to be read together,
others may be chosen by each student.

All these books can be found in the school library or they may be purchased in any library or during the Book Fair in April,
where different publishing houses will be selling their books at reasonable prices. In this way, our students will add titles to
their personal/private library which will help them to bond with reading.

In the case of English, since many books are imported, the school wishes to facilitate the acquisition process for interested
parents by receiving their purchase orders through our INTRANET, only for students in third, fourth, and sixth grade, as
they need to purchase a book defined by the teachers that they will all read together. Orders for 2026 will be taken from
December 15 to January 30. It should be noted that only if the order is placed on time can we guarantee timely delivery.
Therefore, we recommend ensuring that your child has the necessary material to participate in the reading activities
scheduled for 2026. The titles of the mandatory English reading plan appear as “Required reader” in the lists below.

We are sure that, with our joint effort and encouragement, every student will be able to read the books in the annual reading
plan. We thank you for your help and interest in fostering our students’ interest in reading once again.

We would like to remind you that there are other required support materials that your child must also have, as a dictionary
and the Bible (in case they attend the Religion class.) Although you may choose similar editions, we recommend these to
facilitate our students to use them in class:

e Diccionario Norma: Escolar ilustrado, 2025, de 3" a 6" (castellano-castellano)

e Tell me about the Bible Ed. Verbo Divino, for 3™ to 5% grade (Note: students who already have the "Historias de
Dios" Bible, may continue using it in class).

e The Latin American Bible Ed. San Pablo or Verbo Divino in 6 grade, which will also be used throughout secondary.

The following English and French textbooks are required for the preparation they do along the years for the Cambridge
University and Alliance Frangaise examinations, respectively, and will be used by several grade levels. Bookstores do not
have alternative books that would support preparation for these exams, given that they are specific examinations with their
own sets of practice texts. Therefore, they are imported by the bookstores at the request of the schools. In the case of
French, it is also a practice material in which students will write.

e The Oxford Practice Grammar Basic without answers, published by Oxford University Press. Required in 5 grade.
e Bonne Nouvelle 1 A1.1. Cahier d’exercices Didier FLE required in 6 grade

If they do not have these books yet, they will be available in Trener 1 during the enrollment closing days in February or at
the Book Fair to be held in April. You can also buy them in the bookstore of your choice.
